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Project Description 
San Salvador Island, Commonwealth of the Bahamas, is one of the eastern most islands of this 
archipelago off the southeast coast of Florida.   The island is still pristine, and undiscovered- 
ringed by white sand beaches.  Dr. John Winter who has had 25 years experience in archeology at 
San Salvador, will be leading this CVE group. along with Susan Rice who has worked with Dr. 
Winters many times. We will be concentrating on  mapping and measuring a plantation 
settlement that was recently discovered within the interior of the island and following up with 
archeology and lab work as time permits. 
 
History 
The Lucayan Indians first inhabited San Salvador  and arrived about 800 years ago by canoe from 
the Lesser and Greater Antilles. There are numerous sites on San Salvador revealing the 
settlements of these prehistoric inhabitants of the island.  It is believed that Columbus made his 
first landfall in the New World at San Salvador, and Spanish artifacts have been found. Later 
some of the planters from the southern colonies who remained loyal to England during the 
American Revolution, resettled on the islands of the Bahamas, endeavoring to reestablish a cotton 
growing economy with their African slaves, and numerous plantation ruins still exist. 
 
Accommodations 
The sponsor of these projects is the Gerace Research Centre (GRC), which is owned by the 
College of The Bahamas. The GRC lies on the north shore of San Salvador, one Grahams Harbor. 
Accommodations are double occupancy, motel-type rooms at the GRC. Meals are at the GRC 
cafeteria with picnic lunches in the field.   
 
Fee Time Activities 
There will be adequate time to explore the island, and swim and snorkel.  The Gerace center is 
right on a beautiful swim-able beach, and there are many opportunities for swimming and 
snorkeling. 
 
Flights 
One can fly from Nassau to San Salvador on Bahamasair, and there are some other direct flights 
to San Salvador from Florida. We will let you know further details.  It is the responsibility of the 
participant to arrange and pay for plane tickets.  
 
Cost  
The fee of $ 925 will cover room, board, local transportation and  project leader's expenses.  This 
does not include airfare.
